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Our aim:
· identify and describe the properties of 2-D shapes, including the number of sides, and line symmetry in a vertical line
· identify and describe the properties of 3-D shapes, including the number of edges, vertices and faces
· identify 2-D shapes on the surface of 3-D shapes, [for example, a circle on a cylinder and a triangle on a pyramid]
· compare and sort common 2-D and 3-D shapes and everyday objects

	Choose at least one activity per day from the list below
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 Begin to plan and make a diorama of the habitat that have been studying for the last few weeks.
If you do a google images search for ‘habitat diorama’ you will see lots of pictures of 3D habitats that children have made. You can use all sorts of bits from your home, garden or pictures to create it.  This is 2 weeks work so don’t rush!

You are going to design and make a pizza!  Try some different toppings to see which you prefer. You could do a survey to see which is the favourite in your house. Plan your pizza with a labelled drawing to start with, including details explaining why you’ve chosen the toppings and how much you’ll use of each. Then make it. You can even make the dough if you’re feeling brave!  You will need an adult to help you with most of the preparing, making and cooking.  Then enjoy eating your creation!
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Ball skills
Try practising your ball skills. Try throwing a ball onto a target. This could be marked on the wall or on with a hoop on the ground or even into a bucket or bowl.  How far away can you get?  Now try to bounce it to the target. Is this trickier? Again, think about how far you can get before it gets too tricky.
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Do some research about how the way we communicate with others has changed over the ages. You could just stick to what people in your house can remember. Or you could go much further back, and find out how people communicated with each other hundreds or even thousands of years ago.  This is a 2 week project so you don’t need to finish it this week. Just spend some time thinking about what you would like to find out about and start your research.
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
