	Our key priorities for learning this week:

*To know that 2-digit numbers have a tens part and a ones part
*To use knowledge of the tens and ones value of each number to support adding and subtracting
*Using calculating (adding and subtracting) to solve word problems

	Choose at least one subject focus each week through May
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We are moving on to look at plants for the rest of the summer in science. So a great first step would be to plant some seeds. They are available to buy in the supermarkets.
Research what is needed to plant and grow a seed – you could keep a diary or write a set of instructions with pictures to explain what you did!
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Now that you have looked at a map of the UK it’s time to start learning the 5 oceans of the world. Here is a link to a great song that the children should listen to and learn.

Once they know the song inside out and upside down, it will help them to complete the activity labelling the 5 oceans of the world.
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We are going to look at the artist Andy Goldsworthy. See what you can find out about him. Can you write a fact file? Do you like his art? Why do you like it?
He uses natural items to create art. Can you recreate some art similar to his – maybe in your garden or when you go out on your daily exercise.

English
Well done on completing the Sidney Spider sequence, we were so impressed by the quality of work you have produced and have decided to set another sequence for you. Don’t panic though, as with Sidney Spider – no need to print it off – just use what you have, to read from and copy the activities into the books you have.
This one should take you up until the half term and you will see in the instructions which activities have been set on which day. Really focus on trying to use the correct choices when spelling a word. If the word has been spelt phonetically and it can be read, that is brilliant, but by now we would be encouraging the children to look back and see if they think it has been written correctly or could there be another choice of sound. For example, rayn rather than rain, the children should know that the ay sound spelt ay normally comes at the end of a word not in the middle.
