PE - This term, children will learn all about jumping, rolling and balancing. They will also learn different types of rolls, which they will practise and perform in the gymnastic sequences they create
 
I can jump from one space to another
	· Ask the children to think of all the different kinds of jumps they know (star jump, half-turn jump, straight jump, leap, hops) Please see the poster with different types of jumps on our website.
· Explain to the children that when we are jumping, it is important to land our jumps safely and correctly. 
· Model some correct landings for the children and discuss the key points.
· Then, children can experiment with jumping around the space (maybe in your garden!) in a range of ways. 


A safe landing:
· Ensure the children bend their legs when landing a jump.
· Encourage the children to allow their knees to give a little when landing. 
Support the children to control their landings and hold them for 3 seconds.
 
	High Jump, Low Jump
1. Explain to the children that there are other types of movements they can perform which involve bending their knees and ankles, pushing into the air and landing safely. Can they think of any? Talk about leaps and hops, as well as other types of jumps they may not have discussed earlier. 
1. The children may also come up with different ways of jumping e.g. frog jumps or bunny-hops. 
1. Explain to the children that they will be putting some of these movements together in a sequence. 
1. Once they have decided on their sequence, children practice performing. 
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
