Below you will find a menu of activities which link to the continuous provision that is taking place in school.
Please feel free to pick and choose activities, which you feel your child will enjoy, throughout the week.
	Making Playdough snowmen- blue/ white playdough, pipe cleaners or small twigs, small buttons, goggly eyes, bits of material.

	Make your own snowflake- circles of blue, purple paper, cotton buds, scissors, glue, examples.
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	Use tinfoil instead of paper. Provide the children with blue and white paint, cotton buds and eco-friendly glitter for them to make their own icy/snowy paintings.

	Can you create a ‘One Snowy Night’ scene using white/blue/purple pompoms or cotton wool balls, puppets, figures etc.

	Explore ice, different shapes and sizes. You could even freeze some small figures or animals in ice cubes for the children to explore.
	Use pots of white, blue, purple paint and cotton wool buds to create pictures of snowflakes.
