Wednesday-
We are looking at information texts. Can you find out some interesting facts about caterpillars in books or by using the internet?

Write a simple fact about caterpillars from your research yesterday. Draw a detailed picture to accompany your fact.

Put a selection of 3D shapes in a feely bag/box, eg cardboard box, ball, pringles tub. The grown up models putting their hand in without looking and describe the shape they can feel, e.g. 
I can feel a square face. 
I can feel 8 pointy corners/vertices. 
I can feel 4 straight sides on the top and 12 edges. 
I don’t think this shape would roll. 
 
After each clue, discuss which shape it could/couldn’t be and why, e.g. It can’t be a sphere because you can feel pointy bits. 
 
Let your child have a go at describing a shape for you to guess.

Revise: ng. Help your child write labels to go with the pictures below.
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Play tricky word pairs game. Cut out squares of paper and write out the following tricky words twice- he, she, me, we, be. Turn the squares over onto the table and try and find each pair of tricky words. Enjoy!
