This week’s focus in maths is 2-D and 3-D shapes
[bookmark: _GoBack]Our aim:
· identify and describe the properties of 2-D shapes, including the number of sides, and line symmetry in a vertical line
· identify and describe the properties of 3-D shapes, including the number of edges, vertices and faces
· identify 2-D shapes on the surface of 3-D shapes, [for example, a circle on a cylinder and a triangle on a pyramid]
· compare and sort common 2-D and 3-D shapes and everyday objects

To support this week’s maths learning we will be using resources provided by the Oak National Academy.

Other activities you could try to support this week’s learning:
· Go on a shape hunt! How many shapes can the children find in their house or outside?
· Create a shape picture by drawing around shapes. Name and identify the shapes used using their properties.
· Junk modelling – create 3D shapes by using materials found in your recycling box.
· Guess the shape - describe a shape using only its properties, can your child guess which shape it is?
