· If you can, have a look at Google earth with your child – can you find your street, house, school, relations houses, local shops etc

· Read ‘Harry’s Home’ Catherine Anholt  – or listen to on you tube: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=55HOVBXUYM4    Discuss the different types of homes people live in in this country and around the world.


· Sit outside and draw the front of your house (F2’s can you label the different parts eg. window, door etc)

· Using junk modelling or construction kits can you make a model of a house.

· Can you go on a scavenger hunt around your house to find different things https://www.twinkl.co.uk/search?term=around+the+house+scavenger+hunt 


· Whilst out walking with your family what numbers can you find around you?  Door numbers, registration plates, etc.  What’s the biggest number you can find? Can you add some numbers together and record as a number sentence?
