This week’s focus in maths is position and direction
[bookmark: _GoBack]Our aim: Children should be able to use mathematical vocabulary to describe position, direction and movement, including movement in a straight line and distinguishing between rotation as a turn and in terms of right angles for quarter, half and three-quarter turns (clockwise and anticlockwise). 
Monday
Focus: Using the language forward, backwards, up, down, left and right
Please document ‘Day 1 – position and direction’ for today’s activities 

Tuesday
Focus: Children describe turns using the language ‘full turn’, ‘half turn’, ‘quarter turn’, ‘three-quarter turn’, ‘clockwise’ and ‘anticlockwise’. 
It is important to encourage the children to take into consideration which direction the object/person is facing to begin with.
Please document ‘Day 2 – position and direction’ for today’s activities 

Wednesday
Focus: Investigate how objects turn in your home and record your findings by circling the movement in the table

Please document ‘Day 3 – position and direction’ for today’s activities
Thursday
Focus: Children use the language ‘clockwise’, ‘anti-clockwise’, ‘quarter’, ‘half’ and ‘three quarters’ to describe patterns.
Children build on previous knowledge of patterns and repeating patterns from Year 1 
They now describe and create patterns that involve direction and turns. 
Please document ‘Day 4 – position and direction’ for today’s activities
