	Maths

Focus on applying your handwriting practise when working through the Sidney Spider sequence. Don’t forget to use our pre-cursive letter formation. 
	Reading
Read and talk about a book every day!

	PSHE

	Music

Our focus for geography is understanding the purpose of a map. Now that you have had a go at drawing your own map or following directions on a map we’re going to look at places on a map.
