Parents Information sheet for Maths W/C: 27.04.2020

The key learning points for maths this week:
*To know 1 more and 1 less of any 2-digit number
*To know the next and previous multiple of 10 for a 2-digit number – eg. 43 – the next multiple of 10 is 50. The previous multiple of 10 is 40. 
This helps teach the value of any given number and understand where it is located on a number line. The word ‘previous’ might need some explaining.
*Locate numbers on a partly empty number line (to show the understanding of position of numbers)
*To work out the size of a number using first the tens digit then the ones digit.
*To know that 2-digit numbers have a tens part and a ones part


[bookmark: _GoBack]The key resource we would be using in school for this learning would be a number line and a bead string to 100. The bead string is particularly difficult to recreate, but we could try with a number line! I have previously sent a number line out so if you have a printer you could use that. For those who don’t it will involve a bit of work and some paper, but if you could recreate a number line it would be really helpful! Attaching some big sheets of paper or a roll of paper would be ideal – sorry this is a bit tricky but it really helps with the understanding of the order and size of numbers. Let me know if you are really struggling and I will see what I can do!
