2. Look at the three characters. What feelings can you detect?  

Write a list of at least three adjectives for each character: Tony, his Dad 

and his Grandfather. Find synonyms for your adjectives using a thesaurus 

(find one at home or look online). Here is an example:  

Tony’s Dad – stressed = hurried, hassled, preoccupied
