	M: N/SSM Maths Number/ Shape,Space & Measure
F1 & F2  Go into your garden or for a walk and collect different leaves, twigs etc. When you get home can you ‘build’ a beanstalk? Lay them outside on the ground or stick them to some paper /cardboard How many leaves did you use? Lay down next to your beanstalk which is taller –  you or your beanstalk?  
F1:  Try measuring other people in your family. Are they taller/ shorter than your beanstalk? Who is the tallest/ shortest in your family? Can you put your family in size order?
F2: Use your shoe to measure your beanstalk – how many shoes long/high is it?
 Use your shoe to measure other things around your house- can you draw them and write how many shoes long each is?
