Narrative Task – Expanded Noun Phrases
Earlier on this year, our learning was focused on using expanded noun phrases to add more detail to our writing and to paint a picture in the reader’s mind.  This week, your English task revisits this learning.

3. Identify these features in the text:
· Nouns – people, places, things, ideas,
e.g. window
· Adjectives – words which describe (give the reader more information about) the noun 
e.g. second-floor window
4. Think of alternative adjectives that would change the image you have in your mind. 
e.g. He rolled out of bed and walked over to the open window
could become
He rolled out of bed and walked over to the broken window.

5. Finally, write at least 8 sentences, based on sentences from the text, you must change the adjective to paint a different picture in the reader’s mind.  Think carefully about your word choices.
