	Science
In science we have been examining materials. We have looked at the materials, the objects the materials make and the properties of materials. Go to https://www.theschoolrun.com/what-are-materials it is free for parents to register and there are a few good worksheets on the site linked to year 1 learning on materials.
Or you could find some objects around your home and work out what materials they are made from.
	Music
Our style of music this term is blues and Latin. Ask Alexa (if you have her!) to play some music of this style. Can the children find the pulse, clap along to the rhythm and see if you can sing along!
Or you could have a kitchen disco and see how many different styles of music you can find!
	Design Technology
Our next step in DT is to design and build a house for the three little pigs. We will use our science knowledge of materials to choose the best material to build a house. See sheet on home learning to help

	PE
This term we have been learning to accurately kick a ball to a point. If you have a ball this would be a great activity if you have a garden! We have also been learning about circuits. 	Computing
We have been learning what an algorithm is! This is simply a step by step instruction such as how to make a paper aeroplane. However there are also some great free apps that support this like beebots (app) and scratch junior (app or https://www.scratchjr.org/)
