	Key Learning Priorities this week

	Maths
To be able to accurately count to 100
Know the first digit represents how many 10’s and the second digit represents how many 1’s are in the number.
	English
Use full stops to end all sentences.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Use a ? to end sentences that are questions.
	Reading
Read and talk about a book every day!

How many split digraphs can you find in books you read?

	Science
It seems the perfect time to embrace our current season. It’s time for a Spring Hunt! Use the sheet provided to identify elements that are specific to Spring. You might do this in your back garden, or on your daily walk. Don’t worry if you cannot print the sheet, you could use it as inspiration to create your own or you could take your tablet on your exploration with you.
	Music
We have set up each child an individual log in to Charanga. Within this we have allocated three sessions all to do with finding the rhythm within a song. You will need to look at the Listen and Appraise section which will give you ideas for themes and questions to ask your child, and then go ahead and give the activity a go on the viewer section. Usernames and passwords will be sent to you on Dojo
	Geography
Our focus for geography is understanding the purpose of a map and following a simple map. We will upload some ideas and resources onto the website, but you could try drawing a map of your house or garden and seeing if you can direct each other around using the map!

	PE
This term our focus is dance. There is a fantastic programme that you can use at home called BBC School Radio. Here is the link,

	Computing
We are going to focus on internet safety over the next few weeks. The website we use for this is https://www.childnet.com/resources/smartie-the-penguin
The links are specific to the year groups, so watch the first 2 videos for year 1 then see the linked resources.
	Don’t forget above all this is time that you might not ever have again. If and when you can have fun, do things together that you don’t normally have time to do – paint some pictures, do a jigsaw, play board games, build a castle or a den, share a story and act it out together. Your children will learn valuable skills doing all of these with you.




English
-Read with an adult each day and have them sign your reading record. If you have been given a Bugclub username and password please access the books on this site following this link School Code: rrl6 https://www.activelearnprimary.co.uk/login?c=0 
-When reading a book, either a colour band book or a story or information book please access the reading comprehension questions and discuss one or two with your child. There are comprehension activities linked to the books read on bugclub that the children can access.
-There are reading comprehension activities on the classroom secrets webpage.
-Complete a spelling, phonics or grammar activity from the folder each day.
-Write a sentence each day using one of the key words you have been practising to spell. You could draw a picture to go with this.

Maths
Complete at least one of the activities in the folder each day, we have ordered the activities so please access them in the correct order as they will build on from each other (the MyMaths activities recap what they should already know).
Now we have worked on counting in 10’s we are going to be looking at numbers between 20 and 100. The children need to be able to count up to 100, know the order of the numbers, write the numbers in numbers and words. They also need to understand what each digit in the number is worth. For example 38 is = to 3 tens and 8 ones.
