Can you create a circuit of physical activities in your garden or lounge?
Time members of the family – who completes 1,2 rounds the fastest?
Ideas:  star jumps on a towel, weights with cans of soup/ beans, press ups, snow angels, balancing on one leg for 5 seconds, running up and down stairs/ one end of garden to other 3 times, pencil rolls across the carpet, jumping across a line/ hoop/ rope.
Draw pictures of different activities and a number and place them around the room/ garden – or all over the house. The children visit each picture and do the activity – e.g. hop on one leg 10 times, do 10 star jumps, 10 squats, 2 roly-polies etc. See how many circuits they can manage.
The floor is lava.  Put cushions and tea towels on the floor to help you make your way around the room without touching the floor.

F1 Phonics - oral blending & segmenting. Oral blending =  listen to the individual sounds in a word and blend them together. Oral segmenting = chop up/ break down the individual sounds in a word. F2: Phonics this week is focusing on the digraphs ‘er and ‘ur’. These are really tricky to differentiate in words as they obviously make the same sound – children just have to begin to remember which to use where, but ‘er’ is more often found at the end of words (over, her, player, singer etc) whereas ‘ur’ is more common in the middle of words (turn, surf, hurt, curl etc). https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=9354FVIi0nM    (ur)
