	Our key priorities for learning this week: 
· Maths- Use known facts to 10 to make 20
Challenge – Doubling and halving numbers to 20
· English- Discuss together some of the language using in writing instructions, first do this, next you need to, finally... . 
· Challenge – Can you write a set of instructions as you make your play dough?
· Reading- Focus on the ey sound, see if you can spot it when reading a book. 
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Writing: Finish the talk for writing sequence, and don’t forget about your capital letters, finger spaces and full stops!
Reading: When you are reading your own book see if you can spot all the words with the ey sound in. 
Words of the week: double, half, instruction, map, summer
Sounds of the week: ey
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The focus this week:
*Double numbers 6-9
*Halve even numbers to 20
*Recognise 2-digit numbers that are odd and even

	Choose at least one subject focus each week through May
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We are moving on to look at plants for the rest of the summer in science. So a great first step would be to plant some seeds. They are available to buy in the supermarkets.
Research what is needed to plant and grow a seed – you could keep a diary or write a set of instructions with pictures to explain what you did!
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Now that you have looked at a map of the UK it’s time to start learning the 5 oceans of the world. Here is a link to a great song that the children should listen to and learn.

Once they know the song inside out and upside down, it will help them to complete the activity labelling the 5 oceans of the world.

He uses natural items to create art. Can you recreate some art similar to his – maybe in your garden or when you go out on your daily exercise.
