It would be useful to use a resource to show doubling – the children should know that adding two of the same number is doubling. They should also know that halving something is splitting it into two groups that are the same (2 equal parts).
You could use counters of some sort to demonstrate doubling a number. Like the following pictures

It is useful to discuss how halving is the opposite to doubling – if you know that double 18 is 16 then you also know that half of 16 is 8
