· Words to show cause (because, therefore, as a result, this causes, this means that, as, when, so)

· Dialogue punctuation (inverted commas, reporting clauses, punctuation at the end of the reporting clause, punctuation before closing inverted commas)

· Expanded noun phrases – paint a picture in the reader’s mind

· Verbs and adverbs – choose interesting verbs and give the reader more information through your use of adverbs

· Paragraphs – organise your writing into appropriate paragraphs

· Word of the day – try to include some of the new words you have learnt this half term
