F1+F2  Growing and changing (humans)
· Look at baby photos and compare them with recent pictures – what things have changed? How are they different? Talk about things you could/couldn’t do as a baby - and now? 
· Draw 2 pictures: one of you as a baby and one of you now.
F2: Under each picture write a list of the things that you did then / do now eg: ‘ I sat in a high chair’,’ I went in a pram’ ‘ I had milk for food’ … ‘I can run and jump’, ‘I get dressed on my own’ etc

F2:   Explore money! We started looking at coins and their values last week.
Look at different coins with your child -sort into values and order from smallest to largest

Can you make a boat that floats for Jack’s journey?

F1 + F2  Read (or watch – see link below)) ‘Jack and the Flum Flum Tree’ by Julia Donaldson. Encourage child to join with the repeated phrases:  “ Don’t get yer knickers in a twist…..!”
