© Using arler, draw 4 cis-crss lines across the small image (diagoally cornar  corner, then verically
through the cantre pointsnd harizantaly through the centrs paint.
. Placa the smal image exactly inthe comer ofthe larger shest of drawing paper. Use 3 tiny dotof sticky-tack o
hold it tamporarly n piace if pecessary.
* Following the isgonl line, cary it o (very fainty) scros th lrger paper. This wil ndicate where the new
Gorner il nesd o be onthe arger paper. The arge paper can then be trimmed to this new point,or Smsly
rawa straight netothe new adjacent comr.
The large paper wil now be  scale-up version o the paper that has the image on .
