Below are some activities linked to the learning we will be doing in school.
	Phonics: 
	Please practise previously taught sounds – see Tapestry.
This week we are practising reading and writing words made up of 4 sounds.
We will be building the words  drop, dress, flag. Your child is to use the sound
cards you have at home to build these words. Make sure they say the sounds as they build the word. They are then to practise writing these words. Again, encourage your child to say the sounds as they write them.
Challenge: Try and write the caption: Can he trap Stan?

	English:
	LO: Engage with non-fiction books
Listen to Busy People: The Police

Focus on the end of the book where it becomes non-fiction. Ask your child if they notice a difference between the story and the information at the end. Can they recall the difference between fiction and non-fiction. Remind them that non-fiction means the information is true. Re-read the last 4 pages. Draw attention to the titles of each page, picture with labels and short captions. 

	Reading:
	Read for at least 10 minutes the decodable book you have been sent home.
Recap words to learn by sight: all, come, some, to

	Maths: 
	LO: Measure accurately. Measure superhero footprints with cubes/lego. See resources. Don’t worry about matching the superhero to the footprints.

	Writing:
	See resource to write the captions: 
The man is next to the mud. The man can help.
Encourage your child to say the sounds as they write the word.

	PE: 
	Practice moving like an animal. See resources to play animal move bingo.

	Understanding the world:
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Show your child the powerpoint about the lifecycle of a frog. See resources. Talk about what the tadpoles looked like at school. What do you think they will look like after half term?
