	Maths: 
	Introduce children to new vocabulary: measure, height, taller, shorter. Use Sophie’s Sunflower resource. If you have lego or duplo at home, use this to measure 5 different objects at home and record the number. Put them in order from shortest to tallest. 
Alternatively, use the measuring flowers resource. Cut the flowers out and stick them in the correct order from shortest to tallest.
