Below are some activities linked to the learning we will be doing in school.
	Phonics: 
	Please practise previously taught sounds – see Tapestry.
This week we are practising reading and writing words made up of 4 sounds.
We will be building the words   vest, felt, mend. Your child is to use the sound
cards you have at home to build these words. Make sure they say the sounds as they build the word. They are then to practise writing these words. Again, encourage your child to say the sounds as they write them.
Challenge: Try and write the caption: mend the vest.

	LO: Describe a picture 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Re-read the Chinese New Year story using the powerpoint resource from Tuesday. Model looking at one picture from the powerpoint and describe it (example: “the little, grey rabbit is hopping off the log”. Ask your child to choose another picture and describe it. Encourage them to speak in complete sentences. 

	Reading:
	Read for at least 10 minutes the decodable book you have been sent home.
Recap words to learn by sight: the, all, come, some

	Maths: 
	Practice number formation. See resources.

	Handwriting:
	Practice one-armed robot letter formation. Letters m, k, p See resources – page 2

	Understanding the World: 
	Using recycling materials from home (plastic fruit trays, plastic bottles, cartons, cardboard tubes, paper etc) make a simple boat. Test it in some water and see if it sinks or floats. 

	Understanding the World:
	Read ‘Dragons in the City’ powerpoint. See resources. This story talks about the different ways that people celebrate Chinese New Year. 
1. Would you like to celebrate Chinese New Year?
2. What would you like to see the most?
3. Discuss any similarities or differences with celebrations the children may know about such as Christmas.
