EYFS Home Learning – 3.2.22
Sorry you can’t be in class with us today.
Below are some activities linked to the learning we will be doing in school.
	Phonics: 
	Please practise previously taught sounds – see Tapestry.
This week we are practising reading and writing words made up of 4 sounds.
We will be building the words  hunt, jump, must. Your child is to use the sound
cards you have at home to build these words. Make sure they say the sounds as they build the word. They are then to practise writing these words. Again, encourage your child to say the sounds as they write them.
Challenge: Try and write the sentence: Jump up and land on the desk.

	English:
	LO: Retell the story of Chinese New Year
Re-read the story of Chinese New Year using the powerpoint from yesterday. Show the story sequence cards (see resources) and ask them to put them in the correct order. Go through the order together emphasising first, next, then and finally. Ask the children to have a go at re-telling the story to you. Encourage the use of complete sentences. 

	Reading:
	Read for at least 10 minutes the decodable book you have been sent home.
Recap words to learn by sight: the, all, come, some

	Maths: 
	Introduce the 10 frame (see resources) Show the children a number between 1 and 10. Hold up a numeral card (1-10).  Ask them to fill up their 10 frame with the correct number of items each time. 
Ask them to arrange the objects differently in their 10 frame.  
Repeat for other numbers. Extend to add challenge, e.g.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]Add one more – what is the new total? Take one away - what is the new total?

	Understanding the World: 
	Using recycling materials from home (plastic fruit trays, plastic bottles, cartons, cardboard tubes, paper etc) make a simple boat. Test it in some water and see if it sinks or floats. 

	Art: 
	We are looking at colour mixing this week. Watch this video https://video.link/w/joRXc (first 2 and a half minutes) 
If you have any paint/pastels at home, practice mixing red and yellow to make different shades of orange. Paint a picture of a Chinese Dragon or Tiger using these colours.

	Music:
	Listening to Chinese music and discuss.
