Below are some activities linked to the learning we will be doing in school.
	Phonics: 
	Please practise previously taught sounds – see Tapestry.
This week we are practising reading and writing words made up of 4 sounds.
We will be building the words pond, soft, bump. Your child is to use the sound
cards you have at home to build these words. Make sure they say the sounds as they build the word. They are then to practise writing these words. Again, encourage your child to say the sounds as they write them.
Challenge: Try and write the sentence: Sam must not jump.

	English:
	LO: Understand why it is important to listen carefully
Read the story of Chinese New Year (see powerpoint resource) 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Describe one of the animals for your child to identify. Give them a picture of an animal (see resources). Ask them to describe the animal to you. Give them some simple starters (It has 4 legs/2 legs/0 legs, It has wings, It makes a _____ sound)

	Reading:
	Read for at least 10 minutes the decodable book you have been sent home.
Recap words to learn by sight: the, all, come, some

	Maths: 
	Consolidate the use the First, Now and Then sheet from yesterday (see resources) 
Using counters, demonstrate and talk through the following word problem. 
First there were 4 puppies on the beach, then 3 more puppies came to the beach now there are 7 puppies on the picnic. 4 + 3 = 7
Ask your child to see if they can think of their own word problem and show it to you using the first, now and then sheet.
Challenge: write a number equation
See image below to show how you can also demonstrate how to write a number equation.
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	Understanding the World: 
	Using recycling materials from home (plastic fruit trays, plastic bottles, cartons, cardboard tubes, paper etc) make a simple boat. Test it in some water and see if it sinks or floats. 

	Art: 
	We are looking at colour mixing this week. Watch this video https://video.link/w/joRXc (first 2 and a half minutes) 
If you have any paint/pastels at home, practice mixing red and yellow to make different shades of orange. Paint a picture of a Chinese Dragon or Tiger using these colours.
