Below are some activities linked to the learning we will be doing in school.
	Phonics: 
	Please practise previously taught sounds – see Tapestry.
This week we are practising reading and writing words made up of 4 sounds.
We will be building the words sink, wind, wink. Your child is to use the sound
cards you have at home to build these words. Make sure they say the sounds as they build the word. They are then to practise writing these words. Again, encourage your child to say the sounds as they write them.
Challenge: Try and write the sentence: dust on the mat.

	English:
	LO: Learn new vocabulary
Watch the story of Chinese New Year https://www.bbc.co.uk/cbeebies/stories/lets-celebrate-chinesenewyearperformance
Discuss the story and talk about new/unfamiliar vocabulary (China, Jade Emperor, Ox, Rooster) 
Ask the following questions:
1) Why were the animals arguing at the start of the story?
2) What did the Jade Emperor ask them to do?
3) Who came first in the race across the river?
4) Who did the rat sit on to cross the river?

	Reading:
	Read for at least 10 minutes the decodable book you have been sent home.
Recap words to learn by sight: the, all, come, some

	Maths: 
	Introduce the First, Now and Then sheet (see resources) 
Using counters, demonstrate and talk through the following word problem. 
First there were 3 teddies at the picnic, then 3 more came along now there are 6 teddies at the picnic. 3 + 3 = 6
See image below to show how you can also demonstrate how to write a number equation.
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Repeat with 3 more examples: 4 + 1 = 5,    5 + 2 = 7,    6 + 2 = 8   

	Handwriting: 
	Complete page 1 of the handwriting sheet (letters, r, b, n, h)

	Art: 
	We are looking at colour mixing this week. Watch this video https://video.link/w/joRXc (first 2 and a half minutes) 
If you have any paint/pastels at home, practice mixing red and yellow to make different shades of orange. Paint a picture of a Chinese Dragon or Tiger using these colours.
