	Our key priorities for learning this week: 
Maths-   F1- To compare 2 groups of objects and noticing when they have the ‘same’, ‘more’ 
                        or ‘fewer.’
  F2-  To know what a double is and to find doubles of numbers.
English- F1- To draw and talk about how a butterfly grows and changes over time.
         F2- To draw and write simple sentences about how a butterfly grows.
Reading F1-  To find and draw objects beginning with the phonemes ‘b’ and ‘c.’

Discuss how a butterfly grows and changes over time. Can you name the 4 main stages of development?
F1: Draw a picture and talk to your grown up about each stage of the butterfly’s development. 
F2: Draw a picture and label or write a simple sentence about each stage of the butterfly’s development.
Phonics:
F1:  This week we are going to listen and identify the initial sound in the words ‘caterpillar’ and ‘butterfly.’ What sound can you hear at the start of each word? Can you find other things beginning with those sounds around your house or when you are out for a walk? Draw pictures of some of the things you found.

F2: This week’s sound is made by the trigraph ‘ure’ - it’s a tricky one!!
Read these words to your child and get them to spell them. Can they make up/ 
write a sentence including a ‘ure’ word:
pure, treasure, sure, manure, cure, vulture, picture, culture, mixture.
Practise writing / spelling your phase 2 and 3 tricky words - see bottom of this sheet for ideas!

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F1 & F2
This week we are focusing on ‘symmetry.’ Symmetry is when an object looks the exact same on one side as the other. To see if an object is symmetrical, you draw a line of symmetry or a line dividing an object to show a perfect match on each side. It's like making a mirror image. Can you make a symmetrical pattern? Please see the website for ideas.

F1: This week we are focusing on the language of ‘more’, ‘fewer’ and ‘same’ to compare 2 groups. See website for number challenge.


F2:  This week we are focusing on finding doubles of numbers. The short video attached will help the children to understand the concept and method.
