
FSU   F1 & F2   Home Learning Ideas       Week:  15.06.20          

· Reading and Writing:  
F1:  This week we are going to be concentrating on ‘mark making’ in lots of fun ways. 
· Spread a thin layer of shaving foam in a shallow tray. Use your finger to make marks in the tray. Can you draw a circle/line/zig zag? Maybe you’ve been practising certain letters or numbers or your name? You can also use tools to make different marks in the foam (sticks, paint brush, vehicles, feathers). Talk about the marks you are making.
· Take your mark making outside. Grab a large roll of paper (leftover wallpaper works well), some paint and a variety of accessories – anything goes – and get mark making!
· Make your marks vanish! Ask a grown up or older sibling to chalk some shapes, lines, letters or numbers onto a chalkboard or outside. Use a wet paintbrush to carefully trace over them to make them disappear!

· As we are thinking about castles and knights in school this week we would like you to find out some facts about them and record these in simple sentences.
· Draw a picture of a castle and label the different parts
