The life of David Attenborough
David Attenborough, who is 94, is a broadcaster, presenter and natural historian. He was born 8th May 1926 in Middlesex, which is in England. His Mother was called Mary and his Father was called Frederick, who was a Principal at University College in Leicester. Attenborough had 2 brothers, called Richard and John. Early life

When he was younger, he spent a lot of time in the zoology department of his dad’s work. In 1936, he attended a lecture on animal conservation with his brother. In 1945, he went to Clare college and studied geology and zoology. Before he was on television, he had been in the Navy and worked editing children’s science books. He married Jane in 1950.
How he became inspirational
In 1950, he applied for a radio presenting job at the BBC but wasn’t successful. However, the BBC contacted him about a job in television. He is a known advocate for the environment and animal conservation, which he has devoted his life to raising awareness of these issues. Over the years, he has had many species of organisms named after him, such as frogs and spiders. He became a Sir in 1985, which was given to him by the Queen.
Life now
Throughout his life, he has released many books, documentaries and films. Also, he has won many awards for these. Last year, he released his latest documentary David Attenborough: Life on our Planet. He had a short stint on Instagram, which he amassed 6.2 million followers. Attenborough shows no signs of stopping his work and says he wants to carry on his work for as long as he can!
