Year 1 Newsletter
4th December 2018
Dear Parents and Carers,
Our Learning
Maths
Our maths focus at the moment has progressed onto aggregation and partitioning within addition and subtraction. The children have built up their knowledge of composition of numbers 1 – 10 to enable them to work out addition equations more efficiently and effectively. 
English
We have completed our sequence on Winnie in Space where the children were able to enrich their vocabulary and begin to write using adjectives. We have also completed a short poetry sequence where the children were able to ignite their senses and further use descriptive language. If you are out and about, or reading at home, ask your child to describe the setting that they can see and what adjectives they can come up with. We are now preparing for our wall write, an information piece on Costa Rica, to tie in with all that we have been learning in our topic lessons.
