Dear Parents and Carers,
Well done to all of those year 1 children who are now coming into school on their own and leaving their parents at the bottom of the stairs! You are becoming so independent. Well done!
Some parents have asked about snacks for playtime. Fruit is generally provided for children at school for them to eat during playtime, however there is not a selection we only have what is delivered for that week. We also sometimes run out before the next delivery comes. So if your child is particular about which fruits they like then they are welcome to bring in their own fruit snacks for playtime, but we do ask that these snacks are only fruit or vegetables.

In year 1 we will be doing Show and Tell on a Friday afternoon. Children can bring things in that they are proud of or things they have done that are linked to our learning.
Our Learning
Maths
Our maths focus at the moment is recognising and understanding the structure of numbers from 0-10. We will be looking at ordinal numbers, ie, first, second and third. They show a single item or event rather than an amount or quantity. We will be going on to partitioning numbers to show how they can be split up into parts which will lead onto missing number problems. Such as if the whole number is 5 and we have 1 part that is 3, what will the other part be?

English
In English we are reading some stories with familiar settings including Mog the Forgetful Cat and The Tiger Who Came to Tea. The children will be writing sentences about the stories and writing their own ideas for the story adventures. Our focus is using capital letters for names as well as starting sentences, finger spaces, full stops and sounding out for spelling.
Topic
As you know our topic is Food and Farming, over the next few weeks we are looking at where in the world our food comes from, particularly fruit and vegetables. So if you are out shopping or your food has labels showing where the food has come from it would be great if you could bring them in so we can locate the origin on a world map.
