4. Times Tables – We are currently learning about decimals in our maths lesson so, if you’re feeling confident with your times tables, as an extra challenge you could try combining your knowledge of place value and decimals.                       E.g. we know 7X6=42 so 0.7X6=4.2
Next week, we will be continuing our work on ‘Beowulf’.  We will writing our own versions of the story – with some changes!
In maths, we will be continuing our work on decimals and using addition and subtraction strategies..
