This term, we will be considering what it means to be a follower of a religion.  We will look closely at Christianity and Islam.
Music

PSHE
This term, we are focusing on Thinking and Learning skills.  We will be exploring ways the children can solve problems, increase their independence and improve organisational skills.
Art 
Computing 
Creating longboats will allow the children to develop their creative skills whilst improving their technique when working with clay.
Science
The children will be learning about states of   matter and will have lots of practical opportunities
