Year 4 Home Learning
Maths 
[bookmark: _GoBack]In maths, the children have been learning about time. This week we have mostly focused on telling the time, both on digital and analogue clocks.  Next week, we will be moving on to calculating with time – using timetables for example.
We would like the children to complete the time task sheet in their home learning books. 

Several parents mentioned they found it useful to have a specific game recommended for practising key skills that are so important in maths so this week we are suggesting the children try:

This activity reinforces knowledge of times tables by ensuring the children can recognise multiples from each table.
Again, perfect for a quick practise.

Spelling
We have been looking again at the use of apostrophes when two words are shortened to become one (known as apostrophes for contraction), for example I have becomes I’ve. The children should collect examples of these words to add to our class lists.  Children should record the original pair of words (e.g. they are) as well as the shortened version (they’re). 

Your child has also been given a word search containing words from the year 3/4 National Curriculum spelling list.  As well as completing the word search, your child should learn these spellings ready for a test in class next Wednesday.
