HOME LEARNING 

Reading – Children have now all been given a reading book.  Children should aim to read at home for 15-20mins daily. If you have a query about your child’s reading, please send a DOJO message or use the class email address.

Maths – Activities will be set on MyMaths each week to follow up in class learning or revisit key skills.  Children should spend no more than 30mins per week on these tasks.

Times tables – Year 3 are focusing on the 5 times table. If your child is confident in the 5 times tables, try missing number multiplications. 6x?=30 or ? x 5=30 
Times tables are key to so many areas of maths so we would like children to try to spend a little bit of time practising regularly -  every day if possible! 
Suggested activities: TTrockstars, quickfire questions, games such as tables bingo, or any other way you can think of to practise! Children can log on at https://play.ttrockstars.com 

Optional Extras – There is no requirement to complete these tasks, they are entirely optional.  In Geography we are looking at maps and atlases. Your child could research one area in the UK and gather some facts about it. This could be where a relative lives or a place they have been to. 
At the moment, children can not bring models etc in to school but photos can be taken and sent in via DOJO or class email.
