HOME LEARNING 

Reading – Children should aim to read at home for 15-20mins daily.  This may be reading to an adult or independent reading.  Please record reading in the reading record.  

Maths – 
Year 1 – Please practise subtracting within 10 to support subtracting within 20. For example, if I know 6 – 4 = 2… Then I know 16 – 4 = 12. 
Year 2 – We are beginning to look at fractions, please could you support your child in exploring these at home. You could look at folding and cutting shapes, pieces of paper into halves and quarters. You could even treat yourselves with some fractions of cake or pizza! Challenge your children to find halves and quarter of numbers up to 20. 

Optional Extras – Sometimes children are keen to do something extra linked to their learning.  We will give ideas but there is no requirement to complete these tasks.
Can you write a letter or postcard to Grandma Bird from Noi about when he returns home to his dad? 
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
