	EYFS
	Spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. 
Communication and language
Listening, Attention and Understanding (ELG) and Speaking (ELG)
A language-rich environment encourages children to participate in back-and-forth interactions with their teachers and peers. Through conversation, story-telling and role play, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures. Pupils develop the skills to listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions. They participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions. 
Personal, social and emotional development 
Self-regulation (ELG), Managing Self (ELG) and Building Relationships (ELG)
Children give focused attention to what the teacher says and develop the confidence to try new activities. They learn to work and play cooperatively and take turns with others. 
Understanding the world
People, culture and communities (ELG)
Drawing on knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts and maps, children explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries. 
These three areas and the related ELGs promote a love of language and conversation. They encourage curiosity and build positive relationships. These skills prepare children for learning French in KS2. 

	KS1
	In English, children in Y1 and Y2 learn to apply their phonic knowledge and skills to decode words. They develop vocabulary and participate in discussions about what is read to them. They practise taking turns and listening to what others say. Pupils build on their understanding of grammar and punctuation. For example, they learn how to use sentences with different forms: statement, question, exclamation and command. This learning helps to prepare them for starting a modern foreign language. In Geography, they develop a sense of understanding of the wider world (Y2, CG) before learning about the UK in Y3 and European countries in Y4. 
Alongside the areas of curriculum outlined above, where appropriate, teachers will use informal opportunities to expose children to the French language: answering the register, learning French songs, discussing events in the news and encouraging pupils who have visited France/have French relations to share their experiences.
