Maths  
LO: to use division to solve problems with decimals.
Today we are using what we have learnt so far this week to use division to solve problems involving decimals. We will go through the PowerPoint from Classroom Secrets together, then get on with some independent work on VARIED FLUENCY and REASONING AND PROBLEM SOLVING.

LO: to practise different techniques used to create shading.
