Learning Question:
How can we show shading when only using black?

Today you are going to draw using only one colour – black or blue. The biggest challenge of only using one colour in ink, is shading.

What is shading? Answer: creating the differences between light and dark areas.

Why is shading especially challenging when we only have one colour? Answer: we can’t use shades of grey or other colours to show the differences.

We are going to look at some techniques for shading using pen and ink. Watch the following video and then have a go at drawing all of the examples yourself.
