Pupils’ own responses, such as: Kamala’s jobs as deputy district attorney and as 
California’s Attorney General were similar because they both helped people in California 
and they were both jobs in which she made sure that the laws of California were upheld 
and applied fairly.

Give two ways that the text supports this statement.

Pupils’ own responses, such as: I know that this statement is true because the text says 
that she defended the legal rights of refugees and immigrants and that she helped to 
secure marriage equality for all Californians.
