F2:  This week we would like you to focus on counting back to help solve subtraction calculations. Have a go at creating a large number line (chalked outside, on an old roll of wallpaper, made out of string or wool etc) to hop like a frog backwards on to solve some subtraction calculations. 6 – 4 =, 7 – 3 =, 5 – 2 =, 9 – 6 =  .   Can you create some of your own?
 Maybe you could try some two digit numbers up to 20 too?!  
*Remember to stand on the first number in the calculation and only jump back one number at a time. You could record your calculations in your workbook.
