Can they identify the odd one out?
 
3 Rhyming bingo– child has some objects/ pictures (2-3). Adult holds up an object that rhymes with 1 of theirs. Child holds up correct object and shouts ‘bingo.’
 
4 Nursery rhymes– sing familiar rhymes with your child. Can they identify the rhyming words? Have a go at changing some of the nursery rhymes, eg 
 ‘Humpty Dumpty sat in a tree. 
 Humpty Dumpty saw a     ___.’
